GENERAL DESCRIPTION: 
Precipitated Calcium Carbonate (PCC) is one product in a family of ultrafine calcium carbonates that have been 

developed for use in sealants, adhesives, plastics, rubber, inks and other high performance applications. 

Calcium Carbonate FCC range from .07 to .15 microns in average particle size. This product is treated using 

fatty acid chemistry to improve dispersibility and compatibility in polymers and elastomers. 

 

Calcium Carbonate is manufactured using stringent quality assurance procedures and good manufacturing 

practices 

 

APPLICATIONS: 
The high surface area and rheological structure building ability of PCC makes it a versatile function filler in  

many different applications. Its hydrophilic nature makes it particularly suitable for water-based products, but  

it is also compatible with many polymers and organic solvents. 

 

*** In Brewing applications, Calcium Carbonate may be used as a salt for water adjustment for the purpose of 

raising pH. Calcium Carbonate is most effective when added directly to the mash due to its limited solubility. It 

may also be used for making darker beers in areas of soft water. ***
